What do we provide?

[bookmark: _t4o00a49yq9e]🏈 Thursday Night Team (TNT) Dinners — Sophomore, Junior, and Senior players, Cheerleaders, Managers, Coaches, and Trainers; Freshmen players ONLY at Head Coach's Invitation
· The AQC Hosts a family-style meal directly after their Thursday Night Practice (~5:30pm - 7:00pm)
· All parents/guardians are encouraged to sign up for Teams that will rotate between entrees, sides, or desserts (serves 12) each week to feed the players “family-style”
· There are also PayPal and Venmo links to donate money in lieu of donating a food item

How do we provide all of this?
[bookmark: _pe43qsj80r0e]🏈 Maximum $65 Meal Fee —Paid in August to the AQC. Actual amount based on success of fundraisers.
· The Meal Fee is collected in order to provide the Pre/Post Game meals.  
· We ask parent volunteers to pick up, transport, and serve the meals to the Team.  The Pre/Post Game Coordinator will send out a Sign Up Genius in order for you to sign up.
· This is NOT the same as the Program Fee charged by the Athletic Department.

· Big Money-Makers 
· Mattress Fundraiser (Feb 2027)
· Club Fundraiser- PIZZA  (October TBD) - This year we will host a pizza sale! The players will help AQC assemble the pizzas.  The players will then take responsibility to deliver the pizzas they sold. 
· Golf Outing (July 24, 2026) - This outing provides about $10,000 in funds. This is our most profitable fundraising event and it takes about 20 volunteers.
· Coach’s Fundraiser- The Athletic Dept allows each Program to run a fundraiser that requires the participation of each student athlete in their Program.  *These funds belong to the Athletic Dept.

· Other Money-Makers 
· Kroger Community Rewards - Sign up so when you shop AQC gets a portion back.
· Community Day -  August; this is an annual event hosted by the National Champion Band Program.  They simply ask that we provide Concessions Staff that day.  
· Dine & Donates - Monthly; Dine to donate a portion of sales to the AQC.
· Concession Stand Duty - August thru May; the Athletic Department assigns all sports with a number of Concession stands that need “manned”.  It is the responsibility of the Freshman Families to cover these dates.  *These funds belong to the Athletic Dept.
